The planning is falling all into place for the
weekend trip to Des Moines, IA to serve and learn
about homelessness. The trip will be from around
4:00 pm, Friday October 14th to 4:00 pm Sunday,
October 16th. We will be carpooling down and
sleeping at Westminster Presbyterian Church,
with showers and kitchen facilities available.
We will be part of the Service and Mission team
program run by Hope Ministries; under their
guidance we will visit and/or assist them in the
programs they run. Hope Ministries is a Christ-
centered, faith-based ministry that provides
programs and services for homeless and hungry
men, women and children. Hope reaches out to
the unsheltered and displaced by offering food,
clothing, shelter and support through emergency
and long-term recovery services. This goal is
achieved by managing four facilities:

Bethel Mission — an emergency shelter for
homeless and displaced men.

Door of Faith — a long-term recovery center for
homeless, displaced and addicted men.

Hope Family Center — a long-term residential
and life recovery center for homeless women
and children.

Hope Bargain & Community Outreach Center

a thrift store, donation and recycling center,
central distribution center, and volunteer hub.
After the day (9:00 - 3:30) with Hope Ministries,
the group will spend some "fun" time together.
The "fun" activities are yet to be determined
based on the interests of the whole group. Each
individual will be responsible for three meals for
themselves, gas money, and any expenses for
the "fun" activity. If the expense of the trip is
problematic, there are potential ways to reduce

or minimize costs.

Many churches now just put an offering box in the back
and say, “If you want to give anything to support the
ministries of this church, then put it in the box after
worship.” The point is to separate giving from the time
of worship. Some churches say to visitors, “Don’t put
anything in the plate; just sit back and enjoy the
service today as our guest.” | have a problem with that,
because the message it sends out is that our giving is
not an act of worship—it is an obligation that the
members have to fulfill, but not the guests. Throughout
the Bible, people have brought their offering to God as
an act of worship. In the Bible, people brought the best
of their crops or their flocks to the temple and offered it
up as a sacrifice of praise to God as the provider of
everything in their lives. They brought him the first and
the best as an expression of his Lordship in their lives.
We need to keep that element of worship intact. When
we pass around the offering plate, it is an opportunity
to put in your tithe to give to God the first ten percent of
all you make as an expression of his Ownership and
Lordship of your life. It is truly an act of worship. And
when we return the plates to the altar, the place where
sacrifices used to be offered to God, as a symbol that
we are lifting this offering to God as an expression of
gratitude and worship. “Putting our

offering in the plate opens us to

experience God in a tangible way. We

don’'t need to deprive anyone of that

privilege of worship.”
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
